Treasurer report; Balance on June 28th was $4201.27

Amy-lynn found out we can buy 2 big fans for the market for $300, we voted and approved this purchase.
New business; July 3th we will have “The Great American Bake Sale”. Pam talked about all the preparations in process. She is all set and gets help from Joyce Parsons and Judy Deal. The “bee People” will be there too.
	           July 17th we will have our “Tomato Madness” event. We will have the tomato toss contest in the street. The tasting contest will have an extra category; cherry tomatoes. Prizes are set for best tasting; 1st place= $50, 2nd place; $25, 3rd place; 15. Best tasting cherry tomato will receive $25. The biggest tomato contest winner will receive $25. The vendors who want to enter their tomato in the tasting competition have to give 12 tomatoes to compete and for the cherry competition at least a quart of cherry tomatoes. Cut off time for entree biggest tomato will be 9.45AM and for tasting is 8AM.
We went on with an open discussion about the 100% vendor produced rule. L.W. did a survey under all the vendors and we came to the conclusion that if a vendor wants to represent another farm (and only one) besides themselves during the 100% period has to pay another membership to do so. We will present this amendment in a special member meeting soon. So we can vote on this.
