A  quorum was determined by (19 members present).
The meeting was opened by LW Shoaf.
We went over the proposal for the 50%/100% rule. 
During the 100% time frame of the Lexington Farmers Market season, certified vendors may represent themselves and up to one other certified farm/business.  The farm/business must be certified to sell at the Lexington Farmers Market and be a current paid member of the Lexington Farmers Market Association.

A farm/business who designates another vendor to sell their product for them gives up the privilege to sell at the Lexington Farmers Market for the calendar year.

Only one membership per farm/business is allowed each calendar year for the Lexington Farmers Market Association.

It  was motioned to approve the proposal for the rule, seconded and voted for with 17 in favor and with that approved.
