Market Manager Report by Beth Leonard. 15 spaces are rented for the season, 22 memberships in total were sold.
Old Business
Incorporation Status. Amy-Lynn is asking from the board to take over the responsibility to work with Charles Taylor, CPA. Jennifer volunteered to do this.
Conflict of interest Policy. Not everybody returned this and some of the board members didn’t receive this policy yet. This will be taken care of as we speak.
Rental Agreement/ lease. Amy-Lynn talked to the city and they are asking $1600 per season for the period May-Dec. The lease would be locked in for 5 years and the city wants to get paid by April 30th 2011. The lease amount will cover all the utilities, damages and maintenance of the building. The city promised to fix the broken doors as soon they find the parts to do so. We have paid for the utilities last winter and Amy-Lynn will ask the city to credit us for that. We also have to go by Farm Bureau to get our incorporated status mentioned in our policy, check our liability amount ($1 million) so we can attach that to our lease. Tinne volunteered to do this. We also have to attach or rules and regulations to the lease before signing.
Partnership brochures. Mark found out that he can have these brochures printed for $122 for 250 of them in black and white. This was motioned, seconded, voted and approved. We will ask Leslie Vinesett to design our general brochure.
We had an open discussion about doing a sponsorship dinner.
New Business
