After we were welcomed by our president Larry W. Shoaf, the minutes from last general meeting were read and approved.
Next up we had the officers’ reports;
President Larry W Shoaf opened with saying that we had overall a good market year, our younger customers are increasing but we still need to grow in the black population.
Treasurer Carolyn Wallace went over all the balances of last season and our ending balance in December was $786.14
Market manager Beth Leonard was next. Beth stated that we had a generally good season with growth. With growth some growing pains are coming along. Working together is the key.
Amy-Lynn Albertson followed with the grant and depot report. The grant extension is until June 30th 2010. The depot is under lease of the City of Lexington. A fence has to be build between depot and the rail road. A 9’ tall fence will cost $35.000. $70.000 is going towards the renovation and there is $60.000 being budgeted by the city. The floor of the depot has no foundation and is going to be refilled. The bay doors will be replaced so will be the windows. Restrooms and ventilations will be installed.  Plus there will be handicap access thanks to a ramp. The City and contractors will start shortly on the renovation. We will still close off the street when we are in the depot for safety reasons.
These officer reports were motioned, seconded and approved.






Then we went over to old business. 
Market Manager Beth Leonard explained the point status:
*1 point for attending the market, per market
*1 point will be deducted for not attending the market without warning the market manager. For being attending this fall meeting, attending members will get 3 extra points.
The point system determines who can pick first for choice of market spot next season.
Also for next season, if a member gets a sponsor, the member will get extra points. We will mail the sponsor brochures so everybody has a chance to bring in sponsor. 2 points for every $100 brought in for sponsoring. We will have a sponsor guideline by the Spring Meeting, meaning to protect us from political motivated sponsors.
This was also motioned, seconded and approved.

Next up was new Business.
Larry W Shoaf went over the review and proposed bylaws. These were mentioned, seconded and approved. Please find the new amendments  in next document.
Following we had the nomination and election of new officers and board members at large.

This was also motioned, seconded and approved.

In the open discussion we came to the conclusion we would like to have 2 craft fairs per year.
Also, Pam Spach brought up that some of our customers are getting environmental concerned, so it is a good idea that we give everybody the option of the produce to be (plastic) bagged or not.
